The period of working with sports specialists should cover at least two events of 2 hours such as a squad session or similar.
A sports specialist is defined as a person degree qualified in a sports science and a sports professional as a full time employee.

A published paper should be substantial and original work, made generally available, 2000+ words possibly supported by a power point presentation which 
outlines a basic concept or problem, discusses it and leads the reader to a specific conclusion from which they can learn.

Workshop sessions contained within the programmes of a conference or seminars do NOT attract CPD points in addition to the points allowed for the whole 
event.

General 
Note

Working with a junior archer toward the attainment of GCSE or Duke of Edinburgh award scheme with archery can qualify for CPD points. The individual level 
of involvement should be discussed with renewals verification from a teacher or DofE. Administrator.
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
